DERBY ARENA

Who is affected? – All riders

To minimize risks;

1. It is the responsibility of all riders to read and sign a disclaimer form; either online at point of booking or forms can be completed on arrival - these are located in the office.  This MUST be done prior to entering any of the arenas or the Cross Country course
2. Ensure arena fences are secure and all gates are closed and secured when in use.
3. Report any damaged fences/jumps that could cause injury to the owner and or horse.
4. Remove any damaged or broken poles that could cause injury to the owner and or horse.
5. Ensure the fences are at the correct height for the ability of the rider and horse combination.
6. External instructors should carry a mobile phone with them for use in the event of emergencies.
