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RISK ASSESSMENT 

INDOOR ARENA

Who is affected? – Staff, Liveries and Visitors

To minimize risks; 

1. It is the responsibility of all riders to read and sign a disclaimer form; either online at point of booking or forms can be completed on arrival - these are located in the office.  This MUST be done prior to entering any of the arenas or the Cross Country course.
2. Ensure that the doors to the indoor Arena remain closed and secured when in use.
3. When entering the Arena the doors should be in the fully open position pushed back against the side of the arena and NOT left ajar.
4. Ensure that all users of the Indoor School are aware of the rules relating to the parking area.
5. No more than four horses in the arena at any one time.
6. Clean up any mess your horse/dog makes inside or outside the arenas to prevent a slip hazard.
7. All ground poles must be cleared away and safely stored when not in use on the outside of the arena in the designated storage space.
8. Please use lights provided.
